e Open to visual artists (aged 18 and older) of all disciplines, backgrounds, and experience levels.
o All works must be original, relate to the theme of "City Expressions", and use the provided
cardboard backings.

Camden FireWorks communications
related to this call will be sent only to artists who complete the Materials Request form. Applicants are
limited to one cardboard backing to ensure the inclusion of as many artists as possible.

Materials Provided

Cardboard backings will be provided by Camden FireWorks according to the specific size needed and
will not be primed in advance. Artists are welcome to modify or enhance the cardboard as needed for
their work; however, the original dimensions (length and width) must be maintained to ensure accurate
placement within a FireWorks-provided frame.

Selection Criteria
Artists who submit their completed artwork for consideration will be notified of acceptance or
declination by June 28. Artworks will be assessed based on:
o Creative engagement with the theme of urban life, architecture, culture, and the dynamics of city
life in Camden, NJ, and similar locales.
e Originality, artistic quality, and thoughtfulness in addressing the theme.
e Technical proficiency in the chosen medium(s).

Small works: $100 - $200 Medium works: $300 - $500 Large works: $600 - $800
